Following a series of acid mine drainage (AMD) projects funded largely by EPA’s Clean Water Act Section Maryland Department of Natural Resources.
319 non-point source program, the pH level in Aaron Run is meeting Maryland’s water quality standard

AT A GLANCE
In October 2015, EPA’s Mid-Atlantic Water Protection Division approved Maryland’s request to remove

the pH impairment for the three-mile mainstem of Aaron Run from the state’s list of impaired waters.

Three years of monitoring data demonstrated that the mitigation projects worked to raise the pH to the

Projects to control acid

Water flowing through abandoned deep coal mines and reclaimed surface mines - along with the mine drainage bring pH
